Southers came to the Lady Wildcats
after serving as head coach at Midway
College in Midway, Ky. His 2007-08 team
finished with a 23-8 overall record and won
the Kentucky Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference (KIAC) regular season champi-
onship with a 9-1 league mark, both school records. For his
efforts, Southers was named the KIAC Coach of the Year.

During his time at Midway his teams produced 10 KIAC
all-conference performers, two KIAC player-of-the-year
selections and three NAIA scholar-athletes. Six players
coached or recruited by Southers have scored 1,000 or more
career points, and a player coached or recruited by Southers
holds all-time school records at Midway for points, rebounds,
assists, steals, field goal percentage, field goals made and 3-
point field percentage.

His teams have also been successful off the court,
recording a 3.0 or better grade point average for 13 consecu-
tive semesters, a 100 percent graduation rate, and have been
recognized three times by the Women's Basketball Coaches
Association's prestigious Academic Honor Roll

Southers graduated from Urbana (Ohio) University where
he helped the Blue Knights to a conference championship and
a spot in the NAIA national tournament in 1997.
